Main Responsibilities & Tasks.
To drive/ride vehicle complying with all relevant Road Traffic Act legislation in a safe and courteous manner.
To follow all Operating Procedures ensuring mechanical well-being of vehicles, safety of driver/rider & complying with the risk assessment for attending events.
Good knowledge of the history of the vehicles to be able to talk in an informed way about the collection to visitors and interested parties. 
To ensure all vehicles are left clean and tidy for next operative and stored at Keighley Bus Museum in a safe and secure manner.
To ensure vehicle logbooks are completed after each drive.

Essential Skills
Hold a full DVLA driving license for the appropriate category of vehicle to be driven. 
Clean driving license.
Have passed a driving assessment for historic vehicles conducted by the fleet manager, or deputy.
A good understanding and appreciation of historic vehicles.
A good knowledge of road traffic law.
A good understanding of basic vehicle maintenance.
Good communication skills, both oral, written.
Confident when speaking to visitors at events.
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
